If Crafty Frog cancel a class, your deposit will be either refunded, or transferred to 
another class.  If, however, you cancel or do not turn up to a class and a replacement is not able to be found, you will 
forfeit your deposit! 
 
Whilst we are happy for 
you to make and give items taught in our classes, you must ask permission of the teachers before selling completed items and 
patterns or being paid to teach others.
